The Senior Minister Search Committee has 
been engaged in the Senior Minister search 
process since November, 2011 and through-
out this 11 month process our quest was to 
seek the very best available candidate for 
GCC.  We have now completed our search 
process and have indeed found that candi-
date whom we believe God is calling to be 
GCC’s new Senior Minister to lead us into an 
exciting new future as the body of Christ.  

As a Search Committee, we are very excited 
and honored to recommend to the Con-
gregation the calling of Reverend Doctor 
Charles E. Mize as our new Senior Minister.  
We have presented our recommendation 
to the Executive Board and received both 
their support and approval.  As a result, 
the Executive Board is calling a Special 
Congregational Meeting to be held Sun-
day, November 18 following a 10:00 a.m. 
worship service where the Call Sermon will 
be presented by Dr. Mize.  The purpose of 
the Special Congregational Meeting is to 
vote on the recommendation to call Rev. Dr. 
Charles E. Mize as our next Senior Minister.  

This week, you will also be receiving a 
special mailing with a detailed introduc-
tion to Dr. Mize and his ministry.  In our 
search process, and throughout the various 
interviews and meetings with Dr. Mize, the 
Search Committee has been impressed with 
many areas of his ministry:
